Over the past 10 years (1988 to
2007) the amount of registered
motorcycles has increased by 84%
and with this increase also came an
increase in fatalities. During this
same time period fatalities
increased by 125%. Before you
jump at the assumption that it all
those young kids on their crotch
rockets lets look at some more
facts. During this same time period
fatalities for the under 30 crowd
dropped from 40% to 30% while

for those in the over 40 crowd it
increased from 33% to 51%. In fact
in 2008 the total of fatalities by
those over 40 exceeded the total of
all fatalities from 1998. There are
several reasons for this increase, for
example, as the general population

is getting older so are those
individuals who enjoy riding
motorcycles. Additionally our
reaction times and vision is not as
good as it was when we were
younger. Add to this that as we get
older our ability to recover from
injuries decreases. The combination
of multiple injuries that typically
occur as a result of a motorcycle
accident, while severe but survivable,
to a younger person often proves fatal
as we get older. So what kind of
accidents are the most common?
47% of the time there is another
vehicle involved while 25% of the
time the collision was with a fixed
object other than a vehicle. Itis also

thinking now that it just those who
lack experience that are the biggest
casualties here. While those with
riding experience of a year or less
have a high risk it was actually those
who have been riding from 10 to 15
years who experience the highest
frequency of crashes followed by the
25 to 30 years, then 35 to 40 years
and then the 1 year or less group.
While experience is obviously
important in what we do it is also a 2
edged sword. Over time we pick up
bad habits or have forgotten skills or
techniques we once had. This is
where the Rider courses offered by
GWRRA are so important. Whether
it is the Experienced Rider Course
(ERC) created by the Motorcycle
