Stay Awake, Stay Alert, Stay Alive...

Rider fatigue can be deadIyt can happen any time, but it is most frequantomg rides after dark. Along with feeling
drowsy, other signs of rider fatigue are back temsburning eyes, shallow breathing, inattentivenasd erratic riding.

One aggravating factor is alcohol. Alcohol is @amssant, and even one drink can be enough to eaddrowsy rider.
Other culprits include today’s Gold Wings themsslv@hey are smoother, quieter, and more comfataBruise control
is a wonderful feature but can contribute to fglasleep while riding.

The National Safety Council recommends the follaptips for staying awake — and staying safe — wiwenare riding.

Get enough rest. This may seem obvious, but ifhae not had a restful sleep, you are invitingri@tigue.

If possible, do not ride alone.

Try to avoid riding long distances at night.

Use the audio on your radio to help keep you aveekkalert.

Use the cruise control sparingly.

Watch ergonomic factors. Ride with your head ayebkeaup along with a good riding posture.

In the daytime wear sunglasses to fight glare aig prevent eye fatigue.

Take frequent breaks.

Avoid overeating; have light meals and snacks. 'Ddnmk any alcohol.

If you still find yourself getting drowsy riding,utl over into a rest stop or just stop for the iighthe next
motel.

GOLDEN RULE: Listen to your Co-Rider who may well know what's going on better then y@&o-Rider,
watch for the warning signs for fatigue and ted tider YOU need a break. Once stopped, visit bou
your observations.

Remember, safe riding is important and demands fydluattention
