SPRING IS HERE - TIME TO CHECK YOUR TIRES!
It is now time for your spring tire inspections.

|l f your tires are worn down to the wear bars,
wear bar, replace the tire now before it gives you trouble.

If you have a trike, do not put your front tire on backwards; they are directional and only should
go one way.

Do not use a car tire on your bike or trike either. They are not made of the right compound and
do not corner correctly, due to not being curved on the sides.

One more thing: Check your valve stems for |
with bad valve stems on the tires.
