HELMET OR NO HELMET

Last month, the Senate |lifted the hel met | aw
all for civil rights, but this was the stupidest move they could have made. If you are delu-
sional and think your insurance rates wonot go

1da for sale cheap you might be interested in.
Of course, your rates will go up to pay for all the closed or open head injuries that will
occur when people and pavement meet the hard way.

There are worse things than death, like living your life with having to have 24 hour
care due to a head injury. Physical therapy session alone are very expensive, up to $150.00 a
session when I had my knee done years ago, let alone years or lifetimes of it from a head in-
jury, let alone years of nursing home care, at around $8,000 a month.

The $20,000.00 of additional medical insurance that the state mandates to go helmet-
less would only cover the ambulance ride and emergency room bill, with maybe two or three
days of Intensive Care Unit hospitalization. The last time I knew, the Intensive Care Unit
was around $3,000.00 a day locally.

Check with your insurance company because some companies will not cover you if you
do not have a helmet on. No one needs that kind of surprise in their life. Dealing with an ac-
cident is bad enough, without finding out you h
care, hospitalization, or even a funeral.

So, if youdre the kind of ofree soul d that w
trip down to your local Secretary of State Office and sign your Organ Donor Card before you
ride. It makes things easier for the hospital staff and your loved ones to know what you wish
done ahead of time.
