Well, we made it to Iowa and back by way of Stur-

gis, SD past a couple of recent tornados in Minn., 

thru a herd of Buffalo in Custer National Park and 

past 4,000 miles of corn just in Iowa. We temporar-

ily lost our mind just before we left and bought a 

2002 Goldwing trike 3 days before we left. We 

bought it at Dôs Honda in Alpena. I wanted a few 

things on it before we left and they had them in 

stock so we brought home driver floor boards, pas-

senger arm rest, and driver highway foot rests. All 

went on in about 4 hours and then I had to wire up 

our trailer to the bike. We took the bike for a test 

ride and I couldnôt get the cruise to work. Then as 

we started to leave, we found the trailer lights were 

goofed up.

meet me in Salt  lake City on July 1st (I flew over). 

We were meeting four other couples in Roy, Utah on 

July 2nd with plans to go to Jackson Hole & Cody, 

Wyoming and Yellowstone National Park. His trip to 

Salt Lake City was pretty smooth although at times 

the wind was so strong in Nebraska and Wyoming he 

fought the wind with the bike to stay upright and one 

time while he was behind a bull hauler and the pull of 

the trailer pulled him sideways but he righted the bike 

back up.

He made good time riding 

the 1,700 miles and arrived in Salt Lake City on June
