Hello Fellow Riders, 
With riding season coming up, we need to start getting thinking about being conspicuous to others.  Con-
spicuous, doesn’t mean that can they see us, but do they recognized what they are seeing.  One bikes rid-
ing down the road could be mistaken for a car with a burned out headlamp. While, two bikes riding side 
by side could be mistaken as a car or truck.  To be conspicuous, an item must be recognized without 
confusion. Every second counts in avoiding an accident. 
Lights, chrome, reflective clothing and reflective tape can make us more visible on the road. The color 
white reflects five times more light than red but red means danger. Red and white are used for stop signs 
and railroad crossing. Red also appears brighter to the human eye than it really is. So using both white 
and red reflective tape on helmets or vest will undoubtedly make us more visible. This will reduce our 
chances of being hit, by making us recognizable as a motorcycle. 
Truck drivers use reflective tape on their trailers so that drivers can see them better. So if a truck driver 
thinks they are seen better with reflective tape. Don’t you think we should use their technique to be seen 
better. 
So with the season just beginning lets all think about being seen as motorcycle.
