A Prdficient Motorcyclist

What is a proficient motorcyclist®s it someone who can maneuver their motorcycle into tight circles? Is it
someone who is highly skilled at the race track? Or is it someone who can make it home every day without
drama?

Letés say you have been riding a motorcycle for many years. Yauthken both the MSF basic rider
course ad the experienced rider course, and you head to a parking lot every few weeks to practice
emergency braking and swerving. Even though your physical riding skill is well developed, you still feel
uncomfortably antous when riding in traffic because you experience a lot of close call

It could be that you have neglected to develop the mental skills that allow you to interact safely with other
road users, and to manage the complexities typical of the streeteidiirgnment.

Physical skill ismportant. The best riders riyever need to use their finely honed physical skills to save
them from a crash. That is because they have learned strategies that minimize, or dare | say eliminate, the
need for heroic aain. They can also spot hadsiearly, accurately evaluate their significant and act
appropriately to minimize the likely hood of a crash. Often times a street riding crash is the result of a
sequence of factors that fall into place like toppling dasiiThe best riders with the strongest mental

skills can detect the oftesubtle clues that begin the sequence and then act quickly to halt the progression.

Just because your gr gaupriderisfidishedi You reeddorkeed yoar beadin youn e ¢
ride in progress until you get home, rather than allowing yourself to get sidetracked by future issues, such a
maintenance. You need to always scrutinize the pavement ahead so you can ob8ergatacdlor and

Once you are aware of a hazard, you can maintain traction by positioning your tires to the left or right of the
white plastic surface markings, braking earlier and more gently, and squeezing the clutch to better control
rearwheel braking.
