THE SAFETY CORNER

By Tom Anys

Sensory Intelligence
Using all of our sensed to be alert to possible danger.

Sight, Hearing, Touch and Smell

Sight: Watching our mirrors at a stop lights, making sure traffic is going to stop. Watching out for

distracted drivers: cell phones, talking to their kids. Reading the road: looking for objects on the road.

Things that have fallen off of vehicles, things that have fallen off of vehicle loads. Looking for potholes

and large tar snakes. Looking for shiny or wet spots, especially on corners and on/off ramps. Being

aware of drivers “blind” spots and staying out
multilane road pay attention to the driver and pass through somewhat quickly.

Hearing: Sounds like honking horns, squealing brakes, revving motors, sirens from emergency vehicles,
but be aware that sounds are not always easy to tell what direction they are coming from so they area not
as reliable as sight to make an accurate judgment.

Touch: Feeling traction loss in acceleration, cornering or braking. Feeling mechanical vibrations, tire
going flat or tire losing chunks or pieces and coming apart. It happened to me. | noticed a slight
vibration, something felt different. When we stopped at a gas station for a break soon after, just out of
slight suspicion | put the bike on the center stand, got down on hands and knees and rotated the rear tire.
A small chunk was missing and the tread was delaminating by the missing piece.

Smell: Gasoline or antifreeze leaking from your bike, or gasoline, diesel fuel or antifreeze spilled on the
road making it as slippery as ice.
