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RIDER EDUCATION

Being Safe No Matter What the Season

Winter is pretty close here in Michigan and the end of the riding season is creeping up on most of us faster than wé&eviauld li
admit. There may be those lucky few who live close in town and can motor around when the weather is nice between snow storfns,
but for most of us the riding season is over.

We talk a | ot about safety and t hi
we can do to help make our trips t
look for and remember when motoring in the winter.

Slow down. Posted speeds are based on dry pavement. Clear your windows/lights/tail lights off so that you can see and be seen
Allow extra room for braking when following behind anyone. Stay well back from plows and other maintenance vehicles.Watch o
ice on bridges or any other surface which is likely to freeze at a different rate than surrounding pavement. Windswegpfteoads

be applied steadily so that you can steer while stopping.

Remember that there are things to check just like-&Ibck inspection when taking your car out on the road in the wintert@&y
and lights, defroster and heater, motor oil, wiper blades and windshield washer fluid, antifreeze, belts, hoses atire:fijtessure,
brakes & brake fluid.

The American Red Cross suggests that in the winter you should keep certain emergency items in your car in addition te the ofjv
ous emergency kit containing flares and or reflectors, a shovel, and jumper cables.

They suggest the following list of items; a bag of kitty litter for traction, a flashlight with spare batteries, blanketgepthstic
bags for warmth, extra clothing including mittens, a 3 pound empty coffee can, candles and matches, for melting snaherethd foo
metal cup. If you're stranded during a blizzard, you should stay with the car, but if you have to move a distance awgit, yeedn
a rope attached to you and the car to help find your way back. You should also keep your gas tank as full as possible.

If you are stuck in a storm, start the car and run it for only ten minutes of every hour. This will keep you warm enowgbukil
ting down on the chance of carbon monoxide poisoning; keep the overhead light on when the engine is on and attach arrad banfla
for visibility; and keep moving/active within the vehicle. The American Red Cross site also recommends keeping a winglow on th
down wind side slightly ajar. The Department of Public Safety also suggests carrying a plastic whistle to alert resnugrsst® y
ence.

Whatever the case may be, the more prepared you are when something happens the more likely you are to survive. Good luck and
