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    I would like to thank Tom & Shelly Rushman for presenting the Trailering seminar to us 

on Sunday and also to thank all of those that joined us.  I learned quite a bit and I hope eve-

ryone else did too! One thing I never gave much thought to was following a bike pulling a trailer, but there are 

some riders that feel uncomfortable following a trailer. Something to keep in mind when forming your riding 

groups. Did you know that bikes pulling a trailer should be in front of the riding group? The reasoning behind this 

is this is a bike pulling a trailer takes longer to stop. But a bike pulling a trailer can go anywhere  in the group, it 

is up to the group and their comfort zone.  

   Rarely would one wear out the tires on a trailer, but they need to be checked for cracks within the treads and 

proper inflation before using it. Proper inflation can make the trailer pull easier and corner better. Your manual 

will tell you what your air pressure in your trailer tires should be. Grease your axle regularly and donôt forget to 

also grease the ball of your hitch. Check all electrical connections, make sure that the lights are working properly. 

Donôt forget to check the trailers latches, to make sure they are not need of repair or replacement.  

   Pack accordingly, put heavy things over the axle, lighter things towards the front and equal out the weight side 

to side. Having one side heavier than the other can make for handling problems. Donôt ñstackò things on top of 

the trailer, which can make the trailer ñtop heavyò. Keep heavy weight low. 

  Remember when pulling a trailer that you are now a little wider than you normally are so make sure you stay 

more toward the center of your lane. Watch curbs on turns and go easy on the railroad tracks.  

   Next Seminar Breakfast topic will be ñCo-Riderò. This will be presented by Ed Philo. This seminar fills the re-

quirements for the Levels Program.  The date has been changed from the 25th of February to the March 4, due to 

conflicts with our schedule. This seminar points out the job of the co-rider and the important role they play in 

helping the rider do his job. There is a lot more to being a co-rider besides riding in the back seat! Breakfast is at 

8 and the seminar will follow after. Anyone that is interested is invited.
