Many riders wear leather which is abrasion resistant, giv-
ing good protection. Cordura and ballistic nylon also are
wind, abrasion and rain resistant. Many dealers carry a
line of protective gear. You can also get protective gear
from Iron Pony, White Horse gear, and Joe Rocket to
name just a few.
